Master's Projects provide students the opportunity to analyze and propose solutions to a real-world
environmental problem. Teams of 5+ students develop the project scope based on a proposed idea from the
sponsoring organization, referred to as the client. The team works with the client until project completion.

Projects typically last around 12-15 months. Master's Projects have been a cornerstone of the program for over

30 years.
